
BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS
MINUTES OF MEETING

MAY 12, 2014
MEMBERS PRESENT:  Carl Zani (excused after first two agenda items), Eric Moulton, Dick Mickley, Alex Kessler, Scott Zwiezinski, Barbara Taylor, Harry McMannis.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Penny Brown, Mike Hoy, Stan Young, Richard Bingham, Vince Spencer, Bill Andrews, City Planner Greg DeLong, and Secretary Barb McCoy.
MEETING CALLED TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   The minutes of the meeting of April 14, 2014, were approved as presented. Voice vote was unanimous.
AGENDA ITEMS:
OLD BUSINESS:  None.
NEW BUSINESS:
To hear a request for a sign variance to permit three (3) additional business wall signs (9.16 sq. ft. and 22.52 sq. ft. in size) vs. 4 business wall signs permitted; B-1 zoning district; Taco Bell, 835 Delaware Avenue.  Filed by Archer Sign Corp., 1917 Henry Avenue SW, Canton, OH 44706

COMMENTS OF ZONING INSPECTOR AND/OR CITY PLANNER:  Mr. DeLong stated they are requesting the existing signs that were installed without a sign permit.  The last sign permits were issued in 1992 that showed three wall signs – 17 sq. ft. each.  Research showed no change in the sign code since that time.  It is unclear why sign permits were issued for 143 sq. ft of signage when a total of 84 sq. ft. was permitted. It appears the variance request meets the findings under Section 1129.13 of the Zoning Code. 
COMMENTS OF REQUESTER:  Richard Bingham stated the signs are already installed.  Archer Signs designed and constructed the signs and were told the permits were already obtained.  They look at the Taco Bell and the actual Bell symbol as one sign.  They are not keeping the directional signs – they have been removed.  Penny Brown stated the new signs are purple and are the same size of the old signs.

To hear a request for a sign variance to permit total permanent sign face area of 190.45 sq. ft. vs. total of 84 sq. ft. of sign face area permitted; B-1 zoning district; Taco Bell, 835 Delaware Avenue.  Filed by Archer Sign Corp., 1917 Henry Avenue SW, Canton, OH 44706.

COMMENTS OF ZONING INSPECTOR AND/OR CITY PLANNER:  Mr. DeLong reminded Board members that the signs are in place without a sign permit.  It appears the variance request meets the findings under Section 1129.13 of the Zoning Code. 
COMMENTS OF REQUESTER:  Mr. Bingham stated with removing the directional signs, the total sign face area has been reduced to 174 sq. ft.

To hear a request for a sign variance to permit 13 business wall signs vs. two business wall signs permitted;  TOC zoning district; Memorial Hospital, 120 Coleman's Crossing Blvd.  Filed by Stanley Young, Columbus Sign Co., Inc., 1515 E. 5th Avenue, Columbus, OH 43219.

COMMENTS OF ZONING INSPECTOR AND/OR CITY PLANNER:  
COMMENTS OF REQUESTER:  Stan Young presented a power point and thanked the staff for their assistance through this process.  He thanked Greg DeLong, Derek Hutchinson and Barb McCoy for their time and professionalism.  

He stated this building has two frontages.  It is a 4.02 acre site.  There will be one small monument sign and three directional signs.  On the south elevation will be Memorial Hospital of Union County (204.78 sq. ft); Physical Therapy (19.55 sq. ft.); Orthopedics Sports Medicine (47.22 sq. ft.)  North elevation will be “Orthopedics (14 sq. ft.); Sports Medicine (19.78 sq. ft); Physical Therapy (19.78 sq. ft.); Urgent Care (14 sq. ft.) Outpatient Diagnostics (36.75).  East elevation will be Memorial Hospital of Union County (73.75 sq. ft.).  West elevation will be Memorial Hospital of Union County (73.75 sq. ft.).  The windows on the south elevation will have total of 3.36 sq. ft. with Orthopedics, Sports Medicine, Physical Therapy, Outpatient Diagnostics Laboratory and Imaging being displayed.  
Mr. Young stated the hospital provides many different services.  They wanted to focus on these core values to be productive and profitable.  Vince Spencer stated Urgent Care will be moving from the current location in the YMCA building to this location.  He noted the graphics at the entrance have been made as small as possible to remain visible.  They changed the monument sign from double sided to single sided.  It is aluminum with a one line LED message board.  The directional signs are aluminum with a scotch coating that makes the letters shine from lights.  The percentage of signs on the building is very small.
COMMENTS OF CITIZENS:  None.
DISCUSSION BY BZA MEMBERS:  Mr. McMannis questioned why they need the signs on the west and south sides.  Mr. Young stated on Route 33 you see both end elevations.  Memorial Hospital is not on the back elevation.  Mr. Moulton said he can reflect when Children’s built in Dublin and how difficult it was to find their location.  Ms. Taylor stated the front of the building seems busy.  She does like inventory list on both sides.

COMMENTS OF ZONING INSPECTOR AND/OR CITY PLANNER:  This agenda item was discussed in the previous request.  It appears the variance request meets the findings under Section 1129.13 of the Zoning Code. 
COMMENTS OF REQUESTER:  Mr. Spencer stated the “emergency” will be removed from the directional sign.  Mr. DeLong stated it is not a hospital – it is a medical office facility.  Mr. Spencer stated people do go to Urgent Care in emergencies.  They pull a number of patients from outside the community.

COMMENTS OF ZONING INSPECTOR AND/OR CITY PLANNER:  Mr. DeLong stated the total sign face area is actually 629.86 and not 717.13 sq. ft.  This was caught after the agenda was mailed. It appears the variance request meets the findings under Section 1129.13 of the Zoning Code.
