
BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS
MINUTES OF MEETING

APRIL 14, 2014

MEETING CALLED TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

To hear a request for a sign variance to permit second freestanding sign, 15 sq. ft., vs. one freestanding sign permitted; Nationwide Children’s Hospital, 100 Coleman’s Crossing Blvd.; TOC zoning district.  Filed by Patrick Ellis for Thomas & Marker Construction; 2084 US 68 South, Bellefontaine, OH 43311

COMMENTS OF ZONING INSPECTOR AND/OR CITY PLANNER:  Mr. DeLong stated the applicant was at the last meeting for other signs and requested this agenda item be allowed to be presented but the vote did not permit it to be heard.  The applicant is requesting to install a second freestanding sign, 15 sq. ft. in size and 4 ft. in height to be located near the main entrance to the property.  The 4 ft. height was not on the application so if a recommendation for approval is made, the height needs to be added.  With addition of this sign, the applicant is at 194.10 sq. ft. of signs; they are permitted 247 sq. ft. by code.  It appears the variance request meets the findings under Section 1129.13.
COMMENTS OF REQUESTER:  Pat Ellis stated this sign will match the building brick and colors of the other others signs that have been approved.

To hear a request for a variance to permit 13 parking spaces vs. 17 parking spaces required for Automotive Service Repair business; to be located at 925 Delaware Avenue; B-1 zoning district.  Filed by David Pontia, Pontia Architecture, 39 E. Main Street, New Albany, Ohio 43054.

COMMENTS OF ZONING INSPECTOR AND/OR CITY PLANNER:  Mr. DeLong stated the next three variances are for the same property so all three can be discussed.  He stated this is a tight space and they are requesting to reduce the required amount of off-street parking from 17 to 13.  This variance request is due to the existing built condition of the property.  They also are requesting to reduce the required drive aisle width from 25’ to the existing 17’ drive aisle.  The Fire Department has been contacted and they see no problems.  This is more of a clean-up to get variances in place.  The goal is to keep as much as possible.  It is a unique, odd shaped property with the railroad on one side.  There appears to be hardships for all three because of the uniqueness. It appears that all three variance requests meet the findings under Section 1129.13.

COMMENTS OF REQUESTER:  Dave Pontia stated the general use is to modify the manual service bays to service areas.  The roof will be raised and the west side and front of the building will have a face lift.  One automatic bay will be left for customer use only as a car wash.

DISCUSSION BY BZA MEMBERS:  Mr. Zwiezinski stated he has a concern over 13 parking spaces being enough with employees and customers leaving their cars for the day.  

Mr. Pontia stated Mineke services in/out oil changes in an hour.  There may be 14 turnovers for the entire day and customers usually wait for their vehicles.  He stated all parking will be in the rear of the building.

Mr. DeLong stated they are keeping the existing pavement so they do not want to cut out the pavement for the required 4’ side pavement setback that is required.  Enterprise Car Rental has 4’ side landscaping.  It was noted they closed on their property last week.  Mr. DeLong stated the design of the building will be required to go to the Design Review Board.

COMMENTS OF ZONING INSPECTOR AND/OR CITY PLANNER:  Mr. DeLong stated Mr. Mannasmith approached the City a couple months ago concerning the lot split for this property.  Properties together under one ownership must meet the conforming lot size and if not it is considered one lot.  This is an existing building condition of the property.  They want to split off the lots to be able to clean up for the future lot split.  The code requires all zoning regulations are met.  There is a side setback for the driveway for the house; side setback for the parking lot for the funeral home; side setback for the driveway for the funeral home; and lot width of 56’ vs. 70’ width required for the house. It appears the variances meet the findings under Section 1129.13. This will actually be a lot line adjustment.  It is putting the structures on the correct lots.
