MEETING CALLED TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   The minutes from February 9, 2015 were approved with modifications.  

AGENDA ITEMS: 

To hear a variance request to permit a 2-foot side yard setback for an accessory 
structure vs. a minimum 5-foot side yard setback for an accessory structure for property 
located at 503 E. Fifth Street in the BR (Business-Residential) zoning district.  Filed by 
Gary Peake.  

 
Comments of Zoning Inspector and/or City Planner: Mr. Hutchinson said 1129.13 the findings were 
met. Mr. Hutchinson said if the variance is approved the Board may want to discuss the conditions of the 
exterior of the shed itself.  
 
Comments of Requester: Mr. Peake said he had already started constructing the shed because he was 
not aware that he had to have a permit because it was not attached to the house. He said he was building 
it because he needed outside storage for mowers, and bikes. He has had a couple of bikes stolen off his 
porch.  
 
Mr. Zani asked what the finish on the shed would be. Mr. Peake said it would be the same as the house 
brown vinyl siding, white aluminum fascia and green shingles.   
 
Ms. Taylor asked if Mr. Peake had a garage. Mr. Peake answered no.  
 
Mr. Mickley asked if Mr. Peake received the letter from the Planning staff that listed the conditions that 
they asked for. Mr. Peake said yes, he did receive the letter, and agreed that it would be complete by 
May 31, 2015.

3. All exterior façade improvements shall be completed by no later than May 31, 2015. 

 
To hear a variance request to permit two (2) multi-family development identification sign 
structures 5.25-ft. in height with each structure containing one (1) sign panel at 32-sq. ft. 
and two (2) sign panels located in the columns at .58-sq. ft. each for an overall total of six 
(6) sign panels vs. multi-family development identification signs not permitted for 
property located at 1590 Milford Avenue in the BR (Business Residential) zoning district.

Comments of Requester: Ms. Vandre Kieffer said they are going to keep the same sign that is already 
there but they are going to make it shorter by a foot and half. She said the brick or stone on the sides, 
and professional sign in the middle. Mr. Vandre said they are going to use the lighting that is already 
there. Mr. McMannis said you are basically upgrading the place correct? Mr. Vandre said yes.

Comments of Zoning Inspector and/or City Planner: Mr. Hutchinson said 1129.13 this variance does 
not meet the findings.  
 
Comments of Requester: Ms. Vandre Kieffer said there will be six spaces as what is required by code. 
Mr. Vandre said we have to at least have eight spots with the tenants and clients.  Ms. Taylor asked if 
they were going to come all the way around the building with the paving. Mr. Vandre said it will depend 
on the cost, he would like too. Mr. Vandre said they are going to work on obtaining a ramp for ADA 
access, and there will be one for sure designated spot.

To hear a variance request to permit a 298-sq. ft. business wall sign vs. business signs not 
permitted for property located at 833 N. Maple Street in the R-5 (High-Density Multi-

variance request does meet the findings.  
 
Comments of Requester: Mr. Craig Kertesz who is the project manager. Mr. Kertesz said they have a 
wall sign that they would like to install. He said there was an existing sign there already and all they are 
trying to do is replace it with some decorations that is little more align with the theme and scheme of the 
finishes inside the school.  
 
Mr. Zani asked what wall it would be placed on? Mr. Kertesz said it is on the large open brick wall 
facing the fairgrounds. Mr. Zani asked if this was fairly to scale with the pictures of people. Mr. Kertesz 
said correct, that is why they gave the example.  
 
Ms. Taylor asked if those were the colors. Mr. Kertesz answered yes. Mr. Zwiezinski asked if the sign 
would have lighting. Mr. Kertesz said it would have two ground lights shining up on the sign. Mr. 
McMannis asked if the lights would be on all the time or if there was a timer? Mr. Kertesz said it could 
be placed on a timer.

Comments of Requester: Mr. Vernon Morrison gave a presentation and showed slides for all the units 
owned in Marysville. Mr. Morrison said attached with his application is letters from a couple tenants 
stating about how good of landlord he is and what he charges for rent. Mr. Morrison said his rental rates 
are usually under the $750, which meets the housing needs of Marysville.  
 
Ms. Taylor asked about the additional traffic on the street. Mr. Morrison said the City Engineer said that 
the additional traffic would not be an issue.  
 
Comments of Citizens: Mr. & Mrs. Brown spoke against the conditional use request. They just bought 
their home and would like to restore the area to its original beauty. With a lot of apartments, these 
people do not own their home and will not be putting the same about of time or money into upkeep of 
their properties.
