Comments from Citizens:

Discuss Repealing Section 951.02(h): Mr. Aslaner explained that the provision in the code that
prohibits firearms in our parks is unenforceable and unconstitutional. He feels that we should just
go to Council and repeal the provision, but he wanted to bring it to the committee first. He said if
there is no objection with the repealing of this:section then he will bring an ordinance to Council
at the next meeting. The State Statute is 9.68 says we cannot prohibit firearms in the parks. The
Commission expressed their concern to amend the section to state the weapons that are
prohibited to be discharged in the parks. Mr. Aslaner stated that he can draft it and send it to the
committee to review and put it on the agenda.

Discuss the Addition of a Codified Ordinance Chapter on Mobile Food Vehicles/ Vendors:
Mr. Todd picked up that where the Committee left off at the last meeting. They started at the
Location, Review and Restrictions. What are the suggestions to for the times? Mr. Todd stated
10am to Spm. Mrs. Groat stated we open our parks from dawn to dusk, would we have them
there to get breakfast on way to work. She asked if we could limit where they are. Mr. Todd
explained yes, we can limit where they are to avoid the rush hour traffic. Mr. Reams stated 8am
to 9pm. Mr. Seymour discussed they consider the times on seasonal, because different seasons
are different times. Mr. Todd stated most people do not have vendors in the winter time. The
Committee discuss the stipulations listed in the handout given by Mr. Todd (see attached). It was
decided at the end of the discussion to move this chapter along to Council.

Mr. Reams stated that Smiling Daisy is turning into a food truck. Mr. Todd stated that Delaware
is seeing a lot of food trucks right now.

Discuss Meeting Times: Mrs. Groat asked what the committee would like to do when they
cannot meet that their normal time. She would be open to any meeting times, except before 6pm.
Mr. Reams stated that we should leave it to meet at 6pm. The meetings will be at 6pm on the
fourth Monday.
