October 23, 2014

20th at 11am, there will be a formal key ceremony.

Information Technology:

The Ohio National Guard out of Beightler Armory invited the City of Marysville to be the pilot 
city for their two-day Cyber Buckeye 2014 exercise on Oct 15th & 16th. This exercise is the first 
of three to raise awareness and to better understand the challenges in protecting Ohio's 
Information Systems and Network Infrastructure in the event of a Cyber attack.

Cyber attacks are now rated 3rd as a threat to our national security by the FBI behind Terrorist 
Attacks and Espionage. Other attendees included the FBI, Ohio State Patrol, State of Ohio 
Homeland Security, Ohio Department of Transportation, Union County EMA and the Union

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Engineering:

The US 33 Westbound right hand lane will be closed starting at 6:00 pm tomorrow evening, 
October 24, 2014, and will not re-open until Sunday evening once the lane closure is no longer 
necessary.  

Starting at 12:00 midnight October 25th and until 5:00 am Sunday October 26th, US 33 
Westbound traffic will be subject to being shut down for periods up to fifteen minutes at a time.  
During those times, the Westbound on-ramps to US 33 will be shutdown at SR 4 and SR 31.  If 
multiple shut downs are necessary, traffic will be allowed to clear or flow between closures.

REPORT OF CLERK OF COUNCIL:  None

REPORT OF PLANNING COMMISSION/DESIGN REVIEW BOARD: Scott Failor 
reported there was one item on the agenda for Planning Commission. It was a request by an 
applicant to rezone four parcels along Professional Parkway. One of those from B -1 to R-5 and 
three rezoned from OR to R-5, the stated purpose was for a multi-story unit for seniors. It was 
approved by a 4 to 2 vote. A majority thought it did align with the plan. There was two no votes, 
one no vote was because he was worried if this project fell through we would have multi-family 
units in that area. The second no vote was because this member though that B1 was a more 
appropriate use. 

Design Review Board had three items on the agenda, the first was a unanimous approval of an 
exterior plan for building modifications and new canopy for 634 Clymer Road. The Livin Up 2 
gym is moving to that location. The next item was a unanimous approval of an exterior 
landscape plan for two new residential buildings 723 South Walnut, that was filed by the Mental 
Health and Development of Union County, it was to matching the adjacent buildings next door. 
The last items was a combined training session with Planning Commission and Board of Zoning 
Appeals. The training was given by Nathan Beval the Community Preservation Manager from 
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the Historical Preservation Office.

Mr. Fogt asked on the Professional Parkway, is there any proposed street improvements to take 
care of the extra traffic. Mr. Failor said there is not because we were not looking at the actual 
proposal, but we did mention potential improvements as they are working on their plan.

HEARING OF CITIZENS: Martey Shelton, 1808 Deer Crossing, Marysville, Ohio. He said 
the Water Department use to send out letters stating you were late, now 12 days later they are 
shutting off your water. He works third shift, the cars are in the driveway, someone could have 
come up to the door, and he would have made a phone call and it would have been taken care of 
the bill. He feels they just cowardly shut off his water. It would make life easier if someone 
would have made a phone call, because people are busy, and they forget. He feels that 14 day 
late period is not reasonable. Something similar happened in Detroit and they said it was 
unconstitutional to shut off the water. It would just have been easier, if someone would have 
made a phone call. 

Ms. Chavarria said our process is your utility bill is due on the last business day of the month. If 
it was not paid you would have received a second notice, which would have told you that you 
have until the 10th or 11th  to pay. After that point, if we did not receive payment by the 10th or 
11th then the water would have been shut off. Mr. Shelton said when he called the lady told him 
that we do not do that anymore. Ms. Chavarria said we do not send out door hangers anymore. 
Mr. Shelton said this person said they do not send out second notices anymore. Ms. Chavarria 
said yes we do. Mr. Shelton said then someone is being misinformed. Mayor Gore said Mr. 
Horns did an article a couple of months back because we had over 10% of our water bills that 
were late and receiving door hangers. We decided that we were no longer do the door hangings, 
but you will get a second letter. Mr. Shelton said he feels that 14 days is a little quick, that credit 
card companies allow more time. Mayor Gore said he has the same concerns and he has spoken 
to staff. Mayor Gore apologized to Mr. Shelton and said Mr. Shelton should have received a 
second letter.  

Mr. Taylor asked Mrs. Krutowskis if she had Mr. Shelton’s information so that we may follow 
up with him. 

Mrs. Richardson asked when is the late fee applied? Ms. Chavarria said the late fee is applied 
after the due date which is normally the last business day of the month, then a 5% penalty is 
applied. If you do not pay after receiving the second notice that is when you are charged the 
$25.00 late fee. Mrs. Richardson asked then by the 14th they will be disconnected, if they haven’t
paid? Ms. Chavarria agreed.

Administrative Comments: Ms. Chavarria said we took the wastewater rates and the water 
rates before the Utility Rate Working Group and Finance Committee and there has been a 
recommendation for a 3% increase in the wastewater rates. The public hearing on November 6, 
2014, will include a small presentation.

Council Questions or Comments: Mr. Fogt asked if there is any way to avoid this increase? 
Mayor Gore said we do not take pleasure in raising rates. When this was brought to me it was a 
lengthy discussion, and the Enterprise Fund needs to support the Enterprise fund.  Mr. Fogt said 
looking back the residential TIF that we had, are they helping any? Ms. Chavarria said that TIFs 
bring in 1.4 million annually, but we do have to make a payback to the schools which is about 
$300,000 to $400,000. Mayor Gore said there was a time that we were looking at 12-15% when 
times were slower. It is a lot better than we expected 5 years ago.  Mr. Rausch asked if we could 
not chargeback for a couple years, which would save us having to raise the rates for a couple 
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years. Ms. Chavarria said we have done that in 2013, and waived it entirely in 2014. What 
happens then if we do that and not chargeback, we will have to make cuts into the General Fund.

Ms. Chavarria said there is a power point that will be presented on the November 6th meeting.

Administrative Comments: Ms. Chavarria said you may remember a couple months ago we 
brought to Council a concern we had with the disconnect fee. We started a new process, where 
the disconnection fee would not just be the disconnection of service, but it would start the day 
the bill is late. That is when the actual work is done. We have to prepare the list. We brought the 
concern to Council and it was passed. An issue that has been raised is you have a customer that 
has a bill due the 31st and they forget to drop it off, and drop it off on the 2nd. They are charged 
the 5% fee, but they only paid the amount that was due, so there is approximately $5.00-$6.00 
left on the account. Based upon what we passed, they would be charged $25.00 disconnect 
process fee. That was not what we intended to happen. So what we have before Council right 
now and have brought to Finance Committee, is put a dollar threshold on the fee, so anyone with 
a remaining balance over $30.00, will be charged the $25.00 disconnect process fee. This way it 
does not penalize the people who just made an honest mistake and forgot to drop off their bill. 
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Council Questions or Comments: Mr. Fogt said he would like to add the emergency clause to 
the end of the ordinance. Mr. Taylor said that an amendment to the ordinance to add the 
emergency clause requires a majority vote.

Council Questions/Comments:  Mrs. Richardson asked just to clarify when is the Disconnect 
Fee actually charged? Ms. Chavarria said it is charged typically around the 10th or 11th. Mayor 
Gore said it is called a Disconnect Processing Fee, but that does not mean it will be 
disconnected. Mrs. Richardson said so it is the 10th of the month. It gives them a little bit of time
to make sure that the City has processed the payments. Ms. Chavarria said the 5% late fee will be
applied on the first, a new bill would go out stating that you have until the 10th or 11th to pay or 
else you will be charged the $25.00 Disconnect Process Fee.  We wait and process all the mail 
and find out who hasn’t paid and then we apply the $25.00 Disconnect Process Fee. Mrs. 
Richardson said the date set forth on the delinquency notice is around the 10th or 11th give or take
a day. Ms. Chavarria agreed. 

Mr. Fogt said the reason we are doing this is because what Ms. Chavarria said, there have been a 
couple people who paid their bill but it was late and they were charged around a $7.00 late fee 
which made them pay the total $25.00 disconnect processing fee. So they were charged $32.00 
for paying their bill a couple days late. That is why we are rushing this through so no one else is 
caught in this situation. 

Mr. Taylor asked Mr. Berbee if Finance was ok with this proposal and changes. Mr. Berbee said 
Finance recommended to move this through as fast as we can.

He said most of them 
have been addressed, some we are still working on that are a little slower than others. We are 
going to start the process of updating the 2010 Master Park Plan into a 2015 Master Park Plan. 
We are going to start surveying the youth groups and hopefully have it finalized by end of 2015.

Mr. Taylor said Mr. Rausch, you have a nomination you would like us to approve of a Steven 
Prothera. Mr. Taylor said all in favor of approving to Mr. Prothera for Parks & Rec. say “aye”. It 
was approved. Mr. Rausch is to get information to Mrs. Krutowskis to get a letter and packet sent
out to Mr. Prothera.

Mr. Berbee said Finance Committee met last week. We talked about income tax filings and 
concern that Mrs. Myers has. She is worried that people are not filing taxes correctly with the 
income that is actually earned. October is a good time for the Finance Committee, we are able to 
see what money we have coming in and going out and how close we are to meeting the budget.

Mr. Taylor said the Christmas Parade will be on December 7, 2014 at 2:00pm. Lineup will be 
1:00pm.

Mrs. Richardson said a couple things. In general, the public has been disappointed in the delay of
the Pedestrian Bridge, but she knows that it is not the City’s fault. She hopes that the City’s 
efforts to gain some sort of remuneration for the inconvenience will happen. She knows that the 
City is working on it and she appreciates that. Please let’s try to get the word out about the delays
and lane closures, she realizes they are minimal and at night but people still want to know what 
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to expect. 

Regarding our Public Service meeting on Monday night, she just wanted to clarify that we will 
be at some point bringing legislation to Council regarding the street trees. She would like to 
make it clear that the Committee is not requiring any additional responsibilities or any new 
financial burden to the property owner. This legislation is not asking for anything new. It is 
essentially a clarification, so if the City basically helps the property owner by removing a 
diseased tree or a tree that is unsafe. It is clear to the homeowner that the homeowner has to 
replace the tree. The code already says that removing the tree and replacing the tree is the 
responsibility of the homeowner. This clarifies that if the City for public safety and health 
reasons removes a tree, the replacement is still the responsibility of the homeowner. She just 
really wants to make sure that people understand that. The Committee is not requiring any 
additional responsibility or any new financial burden of the property owner. This legislation is 
not asking for anything new. 

Let’s talk about the youth perception of marijuana here in our community. She mentioned that 
the Drug Free Coalition does recurring surveys for seventh, ninth, eleventh grade in Fairbanks, 
Marysville, and North Union. In this last survey, 8.8% of students admitted to using marijuana in
the last thirty days. That is similar to the last survey. They haven’t reported additional usage. 
What seems alarming is that students do not think that marijuana is harmful. 70.2% of the 
students thought that there was moderate risk for using it. When it was compared to smoking 
cigarettes, drinking alcohol and misusing prescription medication, using marijuana came in last. 
So students think that prescription medications, smoking cigarettes, and drinking alcohol are
more dangerous and putting their body more at risk then smoking marijuana. The Drug Free 
Coalition believes that perception is going to encourage them to use marijuana and at some point 
we will probably start seeing an increase in the use. So let’s keep talking. Thank you. 

Mr. Fogt said he is sad to hear that some Marysville residents will be spending Christmas away 
from their families. The 912 group collected money for homes for our troops and some of you 
have donated to that. They collected over $2,300.00 for that purpose. Mr. Fogt asked Mayor 
Gore for an update on House Bill 5. What is the possibility of it being passed and is there any 
update on how it will affect our income? Thank you.

Mr. Rausch said next Thursday is trick or treat. Please be careful of all ghosts and goblins 
around.  We want to make this a safe holiday. He is thankful he lives in the State of Ohio. He 
was informed that in states where marijuana is legal, there is now marijuana candy. There is a 
concern that children going around trick or treating and someone giving the marijuana candy 
instead of the real candy and you can’t really tell the difference. He is glad he lives in Ohio and 
this is not an issue for us right now and we need to continue to make sure that this does not 
become an issue. 

Mr. Taylor said Council when you are looking through your budget packets, please go through 
this chain of command: Mayor’s desk first for questions, as it is his proposal of his budget and 
then he will deflect to the right spots. The Finance chairman will answer questions to, and he is 
very good with the budget for those of you that are in your second or third budget. Mr. Berbee 
said that was ok. Mayor Gore said you do not need to contact me directly, you can contact either 
Mr. Emery or Ms. Chavarria.
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Mayor Gore said to address Mrs. Richardson’s concerns from earlier, a press release has already 
been sent out about the road closures. We have put on our website a news flash, we posted it on 
facebook. We have the message boards already up. Mayor Gore said this evening we had a 
showing of the equipment that needs replaced, which is something we started in 2011. Mr. 
Berbee pointed out tonight, remember the first time we did this and how bad things looked and 
how much was really there. Now we kind of have a plan in place that we are going through the 
process. The fact that we do not deny request for new equipment, and that we are able to 
purchase the new equipment and the vehicles. There is a large difference from 2011 and what it 
is today. 

Mayor Gore reported on House Bill 5.  He said they believe it is going to pass. We had hopes 
that the NOL would be removed, we do not believe that is the case now. It will probably be left 
in the legislation. Mayor Gore said he is going to a meeting in Marion, which is being hosted by 
the Mayor of Marion with our local representative, and State Senator. Mayor Gore said it seems 
like our local lobbyists have a louder voice then our local communities do.
