Snow/Ice Event Saturday 12/10 to Sunday 12/11

City workers logged 109 Operator hours and 71 tons of salt was used to treat roads over last
weekend's snow and ice event. The City currently has over 3,000 tons of salt on hand with 500
tons ordered for this season. The average salt usage over the last three seasons is 1,700 tons.

Mrs. Groat reported that Public Affairs will meet on December 19t at 6pm, and that August 10,
2019 will be our bicentennial.

Mrs. Richardson said you should know that the State of Ohio is currently working on guidelines
for cultivation of medicinal marijuana. Things being considered are licensing, list of approved
pesticides, packaging of the product, advertising, transportation and other issues. Something
to ponder is our thoughts about grow sites and research being conducted within City Limits.
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Mr. Seymour asked Mr. Andrako about applying liquid salt to the asphalt and if that saves us
money on salt. Mr. Andrako stated they put the brine down to help prevent black ice and they
can mix it themselves. Once the roads freeze they cannot use the brine and have to use salt.

15™ at 5pm.

Mr. Rausch thanked everyone for their help with Caretrain event on December 10™. He
suggested moving the January 9t Council meeting to Tuesday, January 10", The dates for the
retreat are February 10" and 11%™.
